Entering characters using the pad (in Automatic mode)
You can enter a character of an unknown Japanese word by tracing
it, then look it up in the dictionary.

The entry/selection screen of ¥— =7 257l & f1%EEEE appears,
with the cursor placed over the spelling entry area.

The handwriting pad is set to the English character entry mode.

The character in the entry area changes.
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* |f you cannot find the character in the list, touch or press
to erase it and reenter it on the pad.

Appearance of the marks <], <&, H0Tg, or similar on the
detailed display indicates more information related to the entry is available,
such as example sentences, explanations, notes, illustrations or diagrams.

Press (a), (v), (), (4 to move the highlight to the desired mark and press
to display the contents.

To exit, press twice.

Using the mark (Playing audio)

Dictionaries/functions in the menu display (individual menu) indicated
with the <) mark include items with audio data in MP3 format. The
mark appears next to an item that has audio data.

Example: Play back the audio using “¥—=7 A% A15#H,”
If the display is set for TV viewing, press (&7 €] to switch to the
Dictionary display.

Adjusting the playback speed

Playback speed can also be adjusted by pressing (z=m)
when the audio mark or a word is inverted.
